The word whatever is not limited exclusively to demonic ac-vity; it 

can apply to almost anything nega-ve or destruc-ve deriving from 

natural causes. Finally, in His Second Epistle to the Corinthians the 

Apostle Paul made another powerful statement:     

 

But thanks be to God, who in Christ always leads us in 

triumphal procession and through us spreads in every 

place the fragrance that comes from knowing him.
